Fire Reports:

You or your insurance agent will need a
copy of the fire report. Homeowners
and renters can pick up a copy of this
report free of charge at the main fire
station located at 701 East 3rd Avenue,
just across the street from Fairchild
Cinemas.

Fire incident reports will be ready for
pick up within 24 hours. Fire
investigation reports may take up to
five business days.

If you are insured:

The first thing to do after the fire is to
contact your insurance company or
agent as soon as possible. If you are
renting or leasing the property you will
also need to contact the owner. Your
insurance adjuster may be able to
assist you in making immediate repairs
or help in securing your home. If you
are unable to contact your agent and
need professional assistance in
boarding up your home, you may
contact a general contractor or a fire
damage restoration firm. (Refer to the
phone directory, under Contractors-
General or Fire & Water Damage
Restoration).

If you are not insured:

If you are not insured, or if your
insurance will not cover all your losses,
you may be eligible for casualty loss;
check IRS Publication 574 available
from the Internal Revenue Service. You
should also obtain a copy of the fire
report at the main fire station.
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
